As you may be aware, teachers & principals attendingthe recently held paid union meetings
overwhelmingly voted to reject the Ministry of Educations offer on pay and conditions and to hold a
three hour strike on Wednesday 15" August from 1 & 4pm.

Since this time, members have called for the industrial acion to be extended to a full day. We are
currently voting on this now.

Last night, the Board of Trustees resolved that Outram School will be closed for the period of
industrial action, either for three hours or one day depending on the outcome of the ¢ urrent member
vote.

Your child is 10 and you sign them up to Instagram and say their age is 13. As a 13 year old your child i
approached by an unknown adatftd begins chatting online with them believing that they are legally 16.
